Greetings from Romania!  I want to wish you a Merry Christmas and Happy New Year!  I, like many of you 
have been busy getting ready for Christmas.  Itôs such a special time of year and I feel blessed to be able 
to be part of the celebration of Jesusô birth. 

 

This will actually be my ninth Christmas in Romania and even though it has been 
hard at times to be away from my family during the holiday season, I feel so 
blessed to be part of this ministry.  Let me share with you some of what goes on 
at Christmastime.   
 

First, let me remind you that here in Romania, 
most of the churches have special services on 
Christmas Eve, twice on Christmas day and 
twice the day after Christmas.  The church will 
not have to decide on whether or not they will 
have church on Sunday, December 25

th
.  We will 

all be in Godôs house rejoicing together, and 
thanking Him for the gift of His Son. 

 

Every year weôve been able to have a 
Christmas program with the kids from 
the village.  They learn their lines, recite 
poems and sing songs about the birth 
of Jesus.  We spend hours practicing to 
get ready for this special occasion.  We 
are thrilled to have numerous family 
members and friends of these children 
who normally wouldnôt attend church, 
come to these programs.  And every 
year our prayer is that there would 
be several in the service who would 
accept Jesus, the greatest gift ever 
given, as their Savior.  I would ask 
you to please help us pray for our 
special Christmas services.  
 

The youth also take part in the 
Christmas celebration.  We spend a 
lot of time practicing Christmas carols 

that we sing in church, but also on December 
24
th
, 25

th
 and 26

th
 starting around 9p.m. and continuing until the early hours of 

the morning, we go out caroling and share these songs with the church family 
and shut-ins throughout the village.  This is a true caroling experience.  We pray 
to be a blessing and an encouragement to those who arenôt 
able to get to church for the holidays. 

 

Every year we have been able to give Christmas gifts to 
the kids at the House of Hope.  These children are now 
celebrating Christmas like they never did at home.  Before 
coming to live at the orphanage these kids never had a 
Christmas tree, never received a present and had never 
heard about the real meaning of Christmas.  What a joy it 
has been to see them decorate their first tree and open their 
first gifts.  But the biggest joy is when we share with them 
about the birth of Jesus for the very first time.
